April and May:  Cottage meeting will occur during these two months.

         Tuesday, January 16th 
 
*Pastorõs Report: Pastor Clint talked  
briefly about the success of Advent.  He 

would like to have a Worship workshop and see what changes 
can be made to improve future Advent seasons. We are look-
ing ahead to Ash Wednesday and Easter. Clint asks for prayer 
about ways we can improve how we govern and maintain our 
church body. 
 

*Finances: The year-end report shows that we are -$3,420.35 
in the red. 
 

New Business: 
*Nominating Committee ï Janet will be forming a nominating 
committee that will present a slate of officers to the Council at 
the April meeting. 
 

*Ministerõs Housing Allowance motions for 2018:  
Motions were passed updating the pastorôs housing allowance 
for the current year. (This does not change the amount of  
Pastor Clintôs compensation, but modifies the way it is reported 
to the IRS.) These motions are required annually to allow  
ministers to take advantage of certain tax benefits. 
 

*Organ repair: The engine blower is still out being repaired, 
which will cost between $500 and $1,000, which is covered by 
the organ fund. The organ also needs refurbishing, including  
re-leathering and re-wiring, which would last about 50 years. 
The bid for doing this is $25,000. As a congregation, we will 
need to have conversations regarding this. 
 
*Sick leave policy: We are working on a policy to comply with 
the new Washington state requirement to pay sick leave.   
 
*Sunday School: A task force has been meeting to consider 
how to proceed with the childrenôs Sunday School. They are 
planning to purchase The Shine Curriculum and are proposing 
to hire a Sunday School teacher who is paid a stipend.     
 

Membership Update 
The Membership committee has spent the past few months 
prayerfully considering its mission to the congregation and 
how best to carry it out. We came to the realization that to 
better serve, grow, and minister to our members, we need to 
start doing this work differently. At present, the committee will 
be stepping back from its current monthly meeting schedule 
as we continue discerning how to best serve our members 
needs. If you have any questions or ideas, please share them 
with Ed Evans or Pastor Clint.
